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December Saftey Metting

I thought the Saturday breakfast/safety meeting went quite well. I introduced myself to the group (not
many members know me yet) and briefly told them about my aircraft and flying experience. I am currently
taking a pilots ground school (refresher) course at the Napa Airport so

I started the discussion by relating a question I brought up in class. We were discussing “lost
communications” and what to do when you lose the use of your radio. I asked the question “Where on the
airport do we circle to let the tower know we have no radio”? We had a lot of interesting opinions as to the
correct procedures but we finally all agreed we should find a break in the air traffic, enter traffic pattern
above pattern altitude and wait for the light gun signal. We also agreed it would be nice if we remembered to
squawk 7600 on the transponder as well.

I then asked how many members did part if not all the maintenance during the annual inspection?
Many hands went up. I then told them about my experience while working as an aircraft mechanic, how
important it is to look into all the little access holes with a flashlight and a flexible mirror looking for any
loose items (FOD) laying around. I used to take a pound coffee can with me and end up with several inches
of FOD in the can. We had a good discussion on how to make sure all FOD was removed from access holes.

I also said I noticed how dry the control cables were on these small aircraft and asked if anyone ever
treated them with an anti-corrosive agent. After much discussion it was said that might be a good idea.

I then asked what you as a pilot does after major work has been done on your aircraft leading up to
and including a test flight. This again started a good discussion with lots of good answers including a good
engine run-up and/or high-speed taxi test on the runway.

Over all the attending members said it was a really good interesting meeting.
