Our guest speaker for the evening was the world famous outdoors
man, and survival expert Richard Roberts, who got lost coming to the
airport (OK, so I lied about the world famous part). Richard and his
son Tyson, had attended a survival training exercise in Montana. Some
of the key topics he discussed were H20 + 98.6 = life. In other words,
you need warmth, and water to survive. As Richard pointed out, you
can survive for 30 or 40 days without food, but hypothermia can set in
within hours. Within a couple of days you’ll die of lack of water. The
other key point he made was to have each passenger have a little survival
fanny pack. After a plane crash many times, the survival kit you store
in the back of the plane will go up in flames with the plane. Maybe the
pilot dies, and then the passenger is stranded alone, with no survival
kit or expert like you to tell them what to do. I think all of us learned
something from his presentation.

MDPA Breakfast and Safety Clinic 5/2/09

What a splendid breakfast! 4 gents slinging hash, ------ Patrick’s special pancakes, John Summers on
the bacon, Vince not breaking egg yolks for the over easies, and ---of course, Steve in-charge. Thanks guys.

Can’t think of a better way to spend a rainy Saturday morning than talking flying, keeping it just short
of “hanger flying.” It is always a challenge to keep it safety focused, and identifying the root cause analysis of
what started the problem in the first place. The perennial question, should we have even taken off in the first
place, given what was already a known potential problem.

How about fire in the cockpit, after already having written up a smoke and tripped breaker report on the
aircraft on an earlier flight without anything being done. A lot of people died on that one.

How about not checking NOTAMS and landing on a closed runway, just missing the runway repair
vehicles.

How about the sudden seeing of “skydivers away’’ and not having checked and worse yet, not even
using the communications available (i.e. Flight Following) to keep out of trouble.

We wrapped up the discussion with “frozen control surfaces.” That topic was a barn-burner. One of
the pilots told a story that chilled your bones--- not so much frozen controls, but jammed controls----as John
Summers often reminds me, FOD, this time in the cockpit.
